COURSE REQUIREMENTS:

1. Attendance: Attendance and punctuality is required for all classes (see the Student Handbook for a statement on the IEP absence policy).  One absence per four-week session is allowed without penalty.  After the second absence the student is required to meet with the instructor to discuss attendance and performance problems. Homework marks are part of the grade.  Absence is not an excuse for submitting homework late; students must check with the instructor and/or classmates about homework and class work missed in case of absence due to illness and be prepared for the next class.
4. Lab:  Attendance of all labs and completion of the assigned work in a timely manner is required.
