	Planning Ahead
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The third option under Academic Profile, Program Evaluation, allows you to select a major and see what progress you have made towards completing the major as well as what courses you have remaining.  At this point you should only have 4 or 5 courses in progress, but it can still be helpful to see the overview of what you need to complete.  If you do not have a major in mind, the exploratory choice will allow you to look at what you have completed in the LSR.  

Important note:  If you are not currently enrolled in a first year seminar, you need to sign up for one this spring.

	Preparing Your List


You can prepare your Knightvision list in advance of registration morning.
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You will want to use the “Register for Sections” choice.  (Followed by the “Search and Register for Sections” choice.)

If you pick “Search for Sections” you will be able to see what courses are available, but you will be missing the checkboxes to select the courses (so you will not be able to add them to your list).

When you search for sections, you only need to indicate the term and the subject.
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This will give you a list of all computer science courses available this spring.
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Aside from the time slots, the key piece of information that you need to look at is the available/capacity number.  The first slot is the number of openings in the course.  These numbers will be updated as the seniors, juniors, and sophomores register.  Given that it is a seniority system there is a good chance that some popular courses (ex. photography) may be gone (available=0) when it is your turn to register.  Your turn will come!  In the meantime you should look at the availabilities the night before you register, to determine what backup courses you want to add to your list.

The morning of registration you should log into Knightvision, select Register for sections and then pick to “register for previously selected sections”.
