Guidelines for writing up follow on questions
Even if you don’t fully solve a problem you’ve posed for yourself, you need to present your progress in an organized, understandable fashion.  In particular, your write up must include the following:

· A clear statement of the problem you are trying to solve

· All necessary definitions and applicable theorems

· Computations on several small examples

· Your complete solution, or at least 4 pages of neatly organized attempts (these may include Maple output) explaining what you tried and why you stopped anytime you didn’t complete an idea.

· A bibliography of any resources you used besides the text.  Internet resources must be used with caution and must be properly documented.
